Monday 5/15 
    
Heb. 10:22 
22 Let us come forward to the Holy of Holies 
with a true heart in full assurance of faith, 
having our hearts sprinkled from an evil 
conscience and having our bodies washed with 
pure water.  
    
Rev. 12:5 
5 And she brought forth a son, a man-child, 
who is to shepherd all the nations with an iron 
rod; and her child was caught up to God and to 
His throne.  
    
Heb. 4:16 
16 Let us therefore come forward with 
boldness to the throne of grace that we may 
receive mercy and find grace for timely help.  
    
Heb. 7:26 
26 For such a High Priest was also fitting to 
us, holy, guileless, undefiled, separated from 
sinners and having become higher than the 
heavens,  
    
Heb. 11:6 
6 But without faith it is impossible to be well 
pleasing to Him, for he who comes forward to 
God must believe that He is and that He is a 
rewarder of those who diligently seek Him.  
    
Rev 11:15 
15 And the seventh angel trumpeted; and there 
were loud voices in heaven, saying, The 
kingdom of the world has become the 
kingdom of our Lord and of His Christ, and He 
will reign forever and ever.

He will bruise you on the head, But you will 
bruise him on the heel.  
    
Rev. 12:1-2 
1 And a great sign was seen in heaven: a 
woman clothed with the sun, and the moon 
underneath her feet, and on her head a crown 
of twelve stars;  
2 And she was with child, and she cried out, 
travailing in birth and being in pain to bring 
forth.  
    
John 15:5 
5 I am the vine; you are the branches. He who 
abides in Me and I in him, he bears much fruit; 
for apart from Me you can do nothing.  
    
Heb, 2:14 
14 Since therefore the children have shared in 
blood and flesh, He also Himself in like 
manner partook of the same, that through death 
He might destroy him who has the might of 
death, that is, the devil,

26 And he who overcomes and he who keeps 
My works until the end, to him I will give 
authority over the nations;

11 And they overcame him because of the 
blood of the Lamb and because of the word of 
their testimony, and they loved not their soul-
life even unto death.

31 Now is the judgment of this world; now 
shall the ruler of this world be cast out.  
    
1 Cor. 6:17 
17 But he who is joined to the Lord is one 
spirit.  
    
Eph. 3:16-18 
16 That He would grant you, according to the 
riches of His glory, to be strengthened with 
power through His Spirit into the inner man,  
17 That Christ may make His home in your 
hearts through faith, that you, being rooted and

10 Unto the economy of the fullness of the 
times, to head up all things in Christ, the 
things in the heavens and the things on the 
earth, in Him;  
    
22 And He subjected all things under His feet 
and gave Him to be Head over all things to the 
church,  
23 Which is His Body, the fullness of the One 
who fills all in all.  
    
Neh. 2:18-20 
18 And I told them about the hand of my God, 
which was good upon me, and also about the 
king's words, which he had spoken to me. And 
they said, Let us rise up and build; and they 
strengthened their hands for the good work.  
19 But when Sanballat the Horonite and 
Tobiah the Ammonite servant and Geshem the 
Arabian heard of it, they mocked us and 
despised us; and they said, What is this thing 
that you will do? Will you rebel against the 
king?  
20 And I answered them and said to them, The 
God of heaven Himself will make us prosper; 
therefore we His servants will rise up and 
build. But you have no portion nor right nor 
memorial in Jerusalem.

Neh. 4:17 
17 Those who built the wall and those who carried 
burdens took the loads with one hand doing the 
work and with the other holding a weapon.  

    
1 Thes. 2:2 
2 But having suffered previously and having been 
outrageously treated, even as you know, in 
Philippi, we were bold in our God to speak to you 
the gospel of God in much struggle.  
    
Neh. 4:9 
9 But we prayed to our God, and because of them 
we set a watch against them day and night.  
    
2 Tim. 1:7-8 
7 For God has not given us a spirit of cowardice, 
but of power and of love and of sobermindedness.

Neh. 13:14 
14 Remember me, O my God, concerning this, and 
do not blot out my loyal deeds, which I have done 
for the house of my God and for its services.  
    
1 Pet. 5:2-3 
2 Shepherd the flock of God among you, 
overseeing not under compulsion but willingly, 
according to God; not by seeking gain through base 
means but eagerly;  
3 Nor as lording it over your allotments but by 
becoming patterns of the flock.  
    
Phil. 2:3-4 
3 Doing nothing by way of selfish ambition nor by 
way of vainglory, but in lowliness of mind 
considering one another more excellent than 
yourselves;  
4 Not regarding each his own virtues, but each the 
virtues of others also.  
    
2 Tim. 3:2-4 
2 For men will be lovers of self, lovers of money, 
boasters, arrogant, revilers, disobedient to parents, 

unthankful, unholy,  
3 Without natural affection, implacable, slanderers, 
without self-control, savage, not lovers of good,  
4 Traitors, reckless, blinded with pride, lovers of 
pleasure rather than lovers of God,

14 Stand therefore, having girded your loins with 
truth and having put on the breastplate of 
righteousness  
15 And having shod your feet with the firm 
foundation of the gospel of peace;  
16 Besides all these, having taken up the shield of 
faith, with which you will be able to quench all the 
flaming darts of the evil one.  
17 And receive the helmet of salvation and the 
sword of the Spirit, which Spirit is the word of 
God,  
18 By means of all prayer and petition, praying at 
every time in spirit and watching unto this in all 
perseverance and petition concerning all the saints,  
19 And for me, that utterance may be given to me 
in the opening of my mouth, to make known in 
boldness the mystery of the gospel,
