Deut. 16:16-17 
16 Three times a year all your males shall appear 
before Jehovah your God in the place which He 
will choose: at the Feast of Unleavened Bread, at 
the Feast of Weeks, and at the Feast of 
Tabernacles. And they shall not appear before 
Jehovah empty-handed;  
17 Each man shall give as he is able to give, 
according to the blessing of Jehovah your God, 
which He has given you.  
          
Deut. 5:5-14 
5 I was standing between Jehovah and you at 
that time to declare to you the word of Jehovah, 
for you were afraid because of the fire and did 
not go up to the mountain-saying,  
6 I am Jehovah your God, who brought you out 
of the land of Egypt, out of the slave house;  
7 You shall have no other gods before Me.  
8 You shall not make for yourself an idol, the 
form of anything that is in heaven above or on 
the earth beneath or in the water beneath the 
earth.  
9 You shall not bow down to them, and you shall 
not serve them; for I, Jehovah your God, am a 
jealous God, visiting the iniquity of the fathers 
upon the children and to the third and fourth 
generations of those who hate Me,  
10 Yet showing lovingkindness to thousands of 
generations of those who love Me and keep My 
commandments.  
11 You shall not take the name of Jehovah your 
God in vain, for Jehovah will not hold guiltless 
him who takes His name in vain.  
12 Keep the Sabbath day so as to sanctify it, as 
Jehovah your God has commanded you.  
13 Six days you shall labor and do all your work,  
14 But the seventh day is a Sabbath to Jehovah 
your God; you shall not do any work, you nor 
your son nor your daughter nor your male 
servant nor your female servant nor your ox nor 
your donkey nor any of your cattle nor the 

sojourner with you who is within your gates, so 
that your male servant and your female servant 
may rest as you do.

3 Grace, mercy, peace will be with us from God 
the Father and from Jesus Christ, the Son of the 
Father, in truth and love.  
4 I rejoiced greatly that I have found some of 
your children walking in truth, even as we 
received commandment from the Father.  
          
John 18:37-38 
37 Pilate said therefore to Him, So then You are 
a king? Jesus answered, You say that I am a 
king.
